Archeologicky vyzkum lokality jeskyné LiS¢€i dira v jizni ¢asti Moravského krasu

Morava je z geografického pohledu uzlovym bodem — kfizovatkou cest spojujicich jih a sever a
soucasné i vychod a zapad Evropy. V Moravském krasu byla doloZena pfitomnost neandrtalcu. Tito
ale byli pfiblizZné pfed 50-45 tisici lety nahrazeni Homo sapiens — ¢lovékem naseho typu. Je docela
mozné, Ze v jeskynich Moravského krasu sidlili posledni neandrtalci, ktefi se mohli setkat s nové
pFichozimi lidmi. Jeskyné Li&gi dira leZi pfiblizné 140 m od znamé jeskyné Svéduv stul, ve které byl
v roce 1914 nalezen fragment spodni Celisti neandrtalce. Jeskyné byla v letech 1959-1961
zkoumana B. Klimou, ktery ziskal mimo jiné blize nedatovatelné kamenné nastroje, které by mohly

pochazet z vySe popsaného obdobi.

Cilem vyzkumu v LiS¢&i dife v roce 2025 bude revize této lokality. Konkrétné budou zacistény severni
a zapadni profily Klimova vyzkumu a prozkouman vzdy dal$i 1 m sedimentd za témito profily. Na

zakladé drivéjSich nalezli pfedpokladame nalezy od stfedovéku do paleolitu. Hlavnimi cili vyzkumu

e , S STwR TR e ® bude vyfeseni otazky stafi nejhloubgji ulozené vrstvy s atypickymi a blize nezafazenymi kamennymi
nastroji, a ziskani informaci o klimatu a pfirodnim prostfedi v obdobi zavéru pleistocénu. Vyzkum bude provadén za pomoci moderni metodiky. VeSkeré nalezy a situace
budou zaméfovany pomoci totalni stanice a veskery prokopany sediment bude plaven na dvoustupfoveé terénni plavici lince.

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Archaeological excavation at the Fox Hole Cave in the southern part of the Moravian Karst

From a geographical point of view, Moravia is a nodal point - a crossroads of routes connecting the
south and the north and at the same time the east and the west of European continent. The
presence of Neanderthals has been documented in the Moravian Karst. However, these were
replaced by Homo sapiens - our type of human - approximately 50-45 thousand years ago. It is quite
possible that the caves of the Moravian Karst were occupied by the last Neanderthals to encounter
the newly arrived humans. The Fox Hole Cave lies approximately 140 m from the well-known
Svéduv stdl (Ochos) Cave, where a fragment of a Neanderthal lower jaw was found in 1914. The
cave was excavated in 1959-1961 by B. Klima, who obtained, among other things, non-diagnostic

stone tools that could be from the above-described period.

The aim of the research in Fox Hole Cave (LiS¢i dira in Czech) in 2025 will be to revise this site.

Specifically, the northern and western profiles of Klim's research will be cleaned and an additional 1
: e ; &= o m of sediments beyond these profiles will be excavated. Based on previous finds, we anticipate
finds from the Medieval to Paleolithic periods. The main objectives of the research will be to resolve the question of the age of the deepest layer containing atypical and
non-diagnostic stone tools, and to obtain information on the climate and natural environment during the late Pleistocene. The research will be carried out using modern
methodology. All finds and situations will be targeted using a total station and all excavated sediment will be floated on a two-stage field wet-sieving line. The survey will be

continuously sampled for dating, soil micro-morphology, and paleo-environmental analyses.

The excavation is conceived as a school of archaeology, i.e. the interested parties work without remuneration. A certificate of participation in the excavation will be issued
on request. We will arrange free accommodation for those interested outside Brno.

The research will take place within the Last Neanderthals project, supported by the European Research Council.
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
